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Amaharashi Coast Quasi-National Park (Designated National Scenic Spot)
Scenic Spot Along the Oku no Hosomichi - Arisoumi

This beautiful, scenic spot, known as Shibutani in the Man’ydshd, was visited many times by
Otomo no Yakamochi. The spot is designated as one of the top beaches in Japan and offers
views over Toyama Bay of Mount Tateyama. This spot was mentioned in Matsuo Basho’s
Oku no Hosomichi, and both the Meiwa (lit. Female Rock) and the Yoshitsuneiwa ((it.
Yoshitsune Rocks) are designated as “scenic spots along the Oku no Hosomichi - Arisoumi.”
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Tsumama Park

Tsumama Park is located along the Amaharashi Coast, on National

Route 415. This waka poem stone monument is the oldest in Takaoka
and was erected in 1858 by Sokuro, the mayor of Iseryo, Ota Village

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Pilgrimage of Poetry Monuments in the Mt. Futagami and Fushiki Station Area
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Mt. Futagami Quasi-National Park
Mount Futagami is a small mountain with two peaks, and a maximum height
of 274 meters. It is featured in poems by Otomo no Yakamochi and has been
revered since ancient times as a divine mountain. Together with the Oyabe
River (known as the Imizu River in the Man’ysha) that flows at its base, the
mountain is the spiritual home of the people of Takaoka. The top of the
mountain offers stunning views of the Noto peninsula and the Tateyama

mountain range. The Futagami Man’y6 Road, which stretches 8.4 km around
the base of the mountain and to the summit is a lovely driving route.

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The Takaoka City Fushiki Meteorological Museum
(National Registered Tangible Cultural Property) (Former Fushiki Weather Station)

The Fushiki Weather Station was the
first private weather station in Japan.
It was built in 1883 by Fujii Nousou
and other shipping agents who lived
in Fushiki. After being relocated two
times, the weather station was moved
to its current place in 19009. Itis a
beautiful western-style wooden
building. The tower was rebuilt in
2017, bringing the look of the weather
station back to its Meiji period glory.

National Treasure Shokoji Temple
Ruins of the Etchi Provincial Office

The precincts of Shokoji Temple are believed to have been home to the
Provincial Office of Etchi, where Otomo no Yakamochi lived and ruled as the
Provincial Governor in the Nara period. The Central Hall and Ohiroma
Reception & Shikidai Hall have been designated as National Treasures, and
the ten remaining structures as Important Cultural Properties of Japan.
Shokoji underwent renovations between 1998 and 2020, restoring the temple
to its former glory.
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Monument at Site of

Etchi Provincial Office

Erected in 1976 by the Fushiki Cultural
Society. There is a waka poem,
“Mistletow” engraved on the back.
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Supposed Remains of Man’yo Temple Well
There are various theories about this well that
remained until recent times. There is a “trout lily”

waka poem stone monument written by the Man’yo
scholar Inukai Takashi. It was erected in 1987.
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Keta Shrine

(Designated National Important
Cultural Property)

Keta Shrine is a shrine listed
under the Engishiki and was
highly revered as the main
shrine of the Etchl Province. It
has four pillars in front with a
warped gable roof, and the wood shingle roof is distinctive of Muromachi period
architecture. It was designated a National Important Cultural Property in 1931.
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Otomo Shrine

The Otomo Shrine is located within
t_he precincts of Keta Shrine and enshrines 2
Otomo no Yakamochi. %ﬁ

It was built in 1985 to commemorate the 1200" Py ﬁ ‘:I:
anniversary of Yakamochi’s passing, by the WE 6 %

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Remains of the
Etcht Kokubunji Temple

(Designated Historical Ruin of Toyama Prefecture)

This is the former spot of Etchil Kokubunii
Temple, which was built in 741 under
Emperor Shomu’s decree to build provincial
temples. It is now home to a small Medicine
Buddha hall and a stone statue.
